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Basic Controls

Now that you have chosen a disc and a recording mode, here is a basic list of controls you will need to know 

1. On/Off button – on back, with tiny green knob – 3 positions

a. Off

b. Camera – USE TO RECORD

c. Play

2. Pause Button – on back, immediately to the right of the On/Off button – toggles recording.

3. Open Disc button – back, right, bottom – works only if power is connected.

4. movie/still mode button – on left side near bottom rear – LEAVE in Movie mode

5. LCD panel – on left side - pull out to view what the lense sees.

6. Menu Button, labeled “MENU” – near upper rear corner of LCD panel – To OPEN or to CLOSE the Menu displayed on the LCD panel

7. Omni Selector – labeled “SET” and located immediately below menu button – traverses menus (up/down – right/left) and depressing it (SET) selects the highlighted menu item.  This should be renamed the “Diddle Stick”.

8. Fwd – Rewind – FastFwd buttons – above LCD panel

9. Finalize Button – INSIDE LCD panel compartment.

10. Zoom Button – Top of disc compartment

Basic Menu

To Operate the Menu, PRESS MENU Button

To Navigate MENU, use Omni Selector / SET – Highlight is ORANGE colored

Menu Tree:  (Menu is context sensitive to disc TYPE and Initialization MODE

eg, For DVD-RW initialized in VIDEO mode:

Camera Setup

Disc Operations

Display Setup

System Setup

Date Time Shutter


Close Menu (OR PRESS MENU Button again)

With a little imagination, you can guess what hides within each menu!

Basic Operations

Confused?  Want this thing to do the Lambada?  Tough.  Here is a petite sampling of  the basic function How-To’s:

To Record: 

1. Turn On

2. Insert Disc

a. If this is a disc that has been recorded, it will take a minute or so for the ‘chine finds the next record location.

b. If this disc has NOT BEEN INITIALIZED, an INITIALIZE menu will appear – Use it!

3. A little green ball in the upper right corner of the screen with 2 green vertical lines to the right mean ready to record

4. When you choose to record, toggle the Pause Button – the little green ball is replaced by a little red ball.

5. To Stop, toggle the Pause Button

To Adjust VOLUME

1. Press MENU button

2. Using Omni Selector, select SYSTEM SETUP, SET

3. Using Omni Selector, select VOLUME, SET

4. Using Omni Selector, adjust volume, SET

To Play Back:

1. Move Off/On/Play button to Play – images of each scene should appear on the LCD Panel

2. Using the Omni Selector, select the desired scene, then press SET (depress Omni Selector).

To Finalize.  This is necessary to play disc in a DVD player, regardless of the disc type or recording mode (This is FINAL for DVD-R, meaning no additional scenes can be recorded EVER.  It is pseudo-Final for DVD-RW, for which UNFinalization is possible in VIDEO mode and unnecessary in VIDEO RECORDING mode.) :

1. MUST USE WALL PLUG!!!!! DO NOT RELY ON BATTERY PACK!!!!!

2. ANY INTERRUPTION of Finalization will render the disc useless.

3. Finalize disc ONLY in same type of camcorder used to record.

4. Press the Finalize Button 

5. OR Menu => Diddle-Stick -> Down (Disc Operations) -> Right (onto the Menu) -> Down (to Finalize) -> SET

To UNFinalize in order to record additional scenes:  (ONLY on DVD-RW in VIDEO mode, no need to unfinalize in VIDEO RECORDING mode):

1. Menu => Diddle Stick -> Down (Disc Operations) -> Right (onto the Menu) -> Down (to UNFinalize) -> SET

To PROTECT disc (ONLY on DVD-RW in VIDEO RECORDING mode):

1. Set to play MOVIES. (movie/still button)

2. Press MENU button.

3. Using Omni Selector, Select DISC OPERATIONS, then DISC PROTECT

4. Using Omni Selector, Select YES, press SET

To DELETE single scenes (ONLY on DVD-RW in VIDEO RECORDING mode):

1. Set On/Off button to PLAY 

2. Using Omni Selector, Select scene

3. Press FUNC button

4. Using Omni Selector, Select DELETE, press SET

To DELETE the last scene after recording(ONLY on DVD-RW either mode):

1. BEFORE TURNING OFF, press RECORD REVIEW button (immediately above “FINALIZE” button.

2. While scene is playing, use Omni Selector to select the DELETE icon and press SET.

3. Using Omni Selector, Select YES, press SET

To Delete ALL (ONLY on DVD-RW, in VIDEO RECORDING mode):

1. Set to play MOVIES. (movie/still button)

2. Press MENU button.

3. Using Omni Selector, Select DISC OPERATIONS, then MOVIES DEL ALL

4. Select YES, then press SET

BLAH, BLAH, BLAH
