Dear Speechcraft Participant:

Thank you for your interest in Speechcraft, a workshop designed to help improve your communication skills.  This eight-session workshop begins at 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, March 4th, at the MetLife Complex (formerly General American Life), 13045 Tesson Ferry Road (one mile west of I-270).  The Complex is located behind U.S. Bank (which is on the north side of Tesson Ferry), turn in front of the bank and go past the bank parking area and make a left at the stop sign.  After a very short distance the Complex will be off to the left.  If space is available, you may park in front of the main building on the horseshoe.  If not, there are parking areas off to the right or left of the building.  A walkway leads back to the horseshoe parking area.  The security guard at the desk will direct you to the proper room.

At our first session, you and the other participants will have an opportunity to introduce yourselves.  Please prepare a 2-3 minute presentation as a way of introduction and also as an opportunity for us to evaluate where you presently are with your presentation skills.  You may explain how you came to be in your present occupation or tell us something about your ambitions.  Should you prefer to avoid autobiography, you might talk about your business, your hobbies or anything that relates to you as an individual.  You may write out the presentation, make notes or just speak from your head and your heart.  Speechcraft is an opportunity to learn communication skills by doing.

At the first session, you will be introduced to your Coach, who will serve as your mentor during the duration of the eight-sessions.  You will have an opportunity to discuss your presentation needs and goals with your Coach at the first session. Your Coach along with the Speechcraft Coordinators is your lifeline with respect to improving your communication skills and gaining greater self-confidence.  Never be shy about contacting the Coach or a Coordinator if you need assistance.

Please bring notepaper and pen to all sessions.  You also may bring water or a non-intoxicating beverage if you wish. There are vending machines off the complex cafeteria where water, soft drinks and snacks may be purchased if you chose not to bring your own.

Feel free to contact a Coordinator(s) prior to the initial meeting to discuss any ideas or concerns you have regarding your introductory remarks.  We want you to get the most out of Speechcraft that you can.
